Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let 
God transform you into a new person by changing the way 
you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, 
which is good and pleasing and perfect. [NLT]

1 Peter 4:3-5, 2 Timothy 3:11-12

and drunkenness and wild parties, and their terrible worship 
of idols. 

Of course, your former friends are surprised when you no 
longer plunge into the flood of wild and destructive things 
they do.

[NKJ]

you. This has been going on a long time. [MESSAGE]



1 Peter 4:12-14

Dear friends, don’t be surprised at the fiery trials you are 
going through, as if something strange were happening to 
you. 

Instead, be very glad—for these trials make you partners 
with Christ in his suffering, so that you will have the 
wonderful joy of seeing his glory when it is revealed to all 
the world. 

If you are insulted because you bear the name of Christ, 
you will be blessed, for the glorious Spirit of God rests 
upon you.



It’s All About Jesus



John 15:18-20

Just remember, when the unbelieving world hates you, 
they first hated me.

If you were to give your allegiance to the world, they 
would love and welcome you as one of their own. But 
because you won’t align yourself with the values of this 
world, they will hate you. I have chosen you and taken 
you out of the world to be mine. 

So remember what I taught you, that a servant isn’t 
superior to his master. And since they persecuted me, 
they will also persecute you. And if they obey my 
teachings, they will also obey yours.



John 15:21-24

They will treat you this way because you are mine, and 
they don’t know the One who sent me. 

If I had not come and revealed myself to the unbelieving 
world, they would not feel the guilt of their sin, but now 
their sin is left uncovered. 

If anyone hates me, they hate my Father also. 

If I had not performed miracles in their presence like no 
one else has done, they would not feel the guilt of their 
sins. But now, they have seen and hated both me and my 
Father.

Luke 9:51-53

Now it came to pass, when the time had come for Him to 
be received up, that He steadfastly set His face to go to 
Jerusalem, and sent messengers before His face. And as 
they went, they entered a village of the Samaritans, to 
prepare for Him. 

But they were turned away. The people of the village 
refused to have anything to do with Jesus because he had 
resolved to go to Jerusalem.



Luke 9:54-56

And when His disciples James and John saw this, they 
said, "Lord, do You want us to command fire to come 
down from heaven and consume them, just as Elijah did?"   

But He turned and rebuked them, and said, "You do not 
know what manner of spirit you are of.

For the Son of Man did not come to destroy men's lives 
but to save them."  And they went to another village.



John 3:16-18

For God so loved the world that He gave His only 
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not 
perish but have everlasting life.

For God did not send His Son into the world to 
condemn the world, but that the world through Him 
might be saved.

He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who 
does not believe is condemned already, because he has 
not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of 
God.



You’re Not Alone



2 Timothy 4:16-17

At my first defense no one stood with me, but all forsook 
me. May it not be charged against them.

But the Lord stood with me and strengthened me, so that 
the message might be preached fully through me, and that 
all the Gentiles might hear.



2 Timothy 1:7-9

For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and 
of love and of a sound mind. 

Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony of our 
Lord, nor of me His prisoner, but share with me in the 
sufferings for the gospel according to the power of God, 

Who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not 
according to our works, but according to His own purpose 
and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before 
time began 



1 Peter 5:8-10

Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil 
walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may 
devour. 

Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same 
sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in the 
world.

But may the God of all grace, who called us to His eternal 
glory by Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, 
perfect, establish, strengthen, and settle you.



It’s Honorable



Acts 5:40-42

They called in the apostles and had them flogged. Then 
they ordered them never again to speak in the name of 
Jesus, and they let them go. 

The apostles left the high council rejoicing that God had 
counted them worthy to suffer disgrace for the name of 
Jesus. 

And every day, in the Temple and from house to house, 
they continued to teach and preach this message: “Jesus 
is the Messiah.”



Matthew 5:10-12

God blesses those who are persecuted for doing right, for 
the Kingdom of Heaven is theirs. 

God blesses you when people mock you and persecute
you and lie about you and say all sorts of evil things 
against you because you are my followers.

Be happy about it! Be very glad! For a great reward awaits 
you in heaven. And remember, the ancient prophets were 
persecuted in the same way.
